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Clinical history: 

MR SPECTROSCOPY

Multiplanar, multiecho MRI of the brain was performed.

Cortical sulci and sylvian fissures are normal. 

Cerebral parenchyma appears normal with no focal or diffuse area of altered intensity.

The basal ganglia, thalami, brainstem and cerebellum appear normal.

Ventricular system is normal.

No e/o midline shift or extra-axial fluid collection.

Intracranial flow –voids appear normal.

CV Junction appears normal.
