MRI BRAIN 

Protocol:
Multiplanar multisequence MR imaging.


OBSERVATIONS:

INFRATENTORIAL REGION:

Cerebellar hemispheres are normal. Fourth ventricle is normal. Brain stem is normal.

Cerebello-pontine angle cisterns are normal. Cranio-vertebral &cervico-medullary junctions are normal.

SUPRATENTORIAL REGION:

Few small FLAIR hyperintense foci are noted in bilateral frontal white matter. No diffusion restriction. 

Rest of the brain parenchyma shows normal signal intensity. No focal mass lesion.

No evidence of any obvious infarct or intracranial haemorrhage.

The 3rd and both lateral ventricles are normal. No midline shift.

Cerebral sulci and sylvian fissures are normal. Basal cisterns are normal.

Sella, pituitary and parasellar regions are normal.

Visualized paranasal sinuses & Orbits appear normal.


IMPRESSION:     


· Few small T2/FLAIR hyperintensities in bilateral frontal white matter - These are nonspecific in nature and can be seen in patients with chronic headache. 
· No evidence of acute infract or intracranial hemorrhage or SOL.
· No significant abnormality detected in intracranial arteries and dural venous sinuses.
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
